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	A historian is someone who collects information about the past.
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	The Celts were the people living in Britain at the time of the Anglo Saxons invasion. They were considered to be uncivilised.
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	The time of the Anglo-Saxons is known as the dark ages. It lasted about a thousand years and saw a decline in progress.
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	Artefacts from Anglo Saxon times include beautiful and delicate jewellery including brooches. These were used to pin cloaks.
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	Sutton Hoo was discovered in 1938. It is a burial site from Anglo Saxon times and treasures were found inside a buried ship.
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	The Anglo-Saxon times are not as well documented as the Roman history period, suggesting that there were not as many developments during this time.
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	Chronology means putting things in time order, from oldest to newest.
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	Mercia was an area of Britain in Anglo Saxon times. It is now known as the Midlands.
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	The heptarchy was the combined name of the seven kingdoms of Anglo Saxon England.
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	The lyre was an instrument introduced into Britain by the Anglo Saxons.
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	Kingdoms were how England was divided up in Anglo Saxon times. Each kingdom was ruled by a king.
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	Key figures were remembered for their inventions and ideas.
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	Events can be chronologically ordered on a timeline.
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	Wessex was an area of Britain in Anglo Saxon times. It was located in the south of England.
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	Futhorc or Futhark are ‘runes’ or the alphabet used by the Anglo Saxons.
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	Beowulf is a famous poem describing a warrior's quest to slay a dragon.
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	King Alfred is credited for ensuring the written history of his times were kept. He also created the first ‘Royal Navy’.
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	There were many beautiful things created by artists, writers and poems. The Anglo Saxons loved stories and music.
