	Greater Depth

	
	The pupil can:

· Write effectively for a range of purposes and audiences, selecting  language that shows good awareness of the reader
· In narratives, describe settings and characters and begin to describe  atmosphere through selection of vocabulary and grammatical structures
· Include dialogue within narratives to develop characters
· Use the grammatical structures taught in Year 5 appropriately for the  audience and purpose of the text e.g. modal verbs and adverbs to indicate degrees of possibility, relative clauses using a wide range of relative pronouns or an implied relative pronoun
· Begin to manipulate sentence structure for effect
· Use a range of devices to build cohesion within paragraphs e.g. pronouns, adverbials of time and place
· Ensure consistent and correct use of verb tense and subject-verb  agreement throughout pieces of writing
· Use a range of punctuation, mostly accurately, including: parenthesis, brackets, dashes, ellipses, hyphens and colons to introduce lists
· Accurately spell of the majority of words from Year 3/4 spelling list and apply spelling rules from Year 3/4 curriculum
· Accurately spell of some words from Year 5/6 spelling list and apply the spelling rules from Year 5/6 curriculum that have been taught
· Converting nouns or adjectives into verbs using suffixes [for example, –ate; –ise; –ify] Verb prefixes [for example, dis–, de–, mis–, over– and re–]
· Use a dictionary to check the spelling of more uncommon or ambitious vocabulary
· Maintain legible, joined handwriting
	The pupil can:

· Manage shifts in viewpoint within a piece of writing with careful selection of language
· Create cohesion within and across paragraphs using a range of devices e.g. reference chains, adverbials of time, place and number, and tense choices
· Manipulate language and sentence structure to alter/change the  meaning, and explain the impact of their choices on the reader
· Use the passive and active voice appropriately to control the level of formality of a piece of writing

Purpose: To inform others about the mythical creatures.
Audience: Class assembly.

Purpose: To use high level vocabulary. 
Audience: Key Stage 1
Outcome: To write a journey story (retell).

Purpose: To use rhyming and stanzas.
Audience: Foundation
Outcome: A poem about the city of Plymouth
	Genre: Poem
Type: Narrative poem
Text: Those Rotten Icky Monday Mornings.
Purpose: To write a narrative poem using stanzas and rhyming about their day.
Audience: Mrs Stephens
Outcome: To write a narrative poem.
	Genre: Poetry
Type: Haikus
Text: Teacher made WAGOLL. Use Haikus from Twinkl to support. 
Purpose: To write and perform a poem. 
Audience: Whole school in assembly.
Outcome: Write Haikus about holidays and travelling.

	
	Genre: Non-Fiction 
Type: Historical Recount 
Text:  Teacher made recount
Purpose: To recount the journey using appropriate adverbials of time.
Audience: Photocopy to take home to share with family.
Outcome: To create a historical recount about the Anglo-Saxons.
	Genre: Poem (Non-fiction outcome)
Type: Narrative Poem (Newspaper outcome)
Text:  The Highwayman
Purpose: To retell a narrative poem. To retell the events of the poem in a newspaper report using fronted adverbials.
Audience: School/ website
Outcome: To write a newspaper report.

Text: The last bear by Hannah Gold
Purpose: To write a journey story, using dialogue and show not tell techniques.
Audience: Parents

Purpose: To retell the key events in Fred’s journey. 
Audience: Year 2 
Outcome: Innovate 1 chapter from the explorer.
	Genre: Fiction 
Type: Adventure story
Text:  Two terrible Vikings by Francesca Simon
Purpose: To incorporate action and dialogue. 
Audience: Year 6
Outcome: Write an adventure story.
	Genre: Non-Fiction 
Type: Persuasive advert
Text: Teacher written advert for ridiculous product. Use persuasive adverts from Twinkl too
Purpose: To use modal verbs and adverbs to modify adjectives to advertise a product.
Audience: Mrs Stephens, Miss James and Miss Plummer 
Outcome: Advert for ridiculous product.

Type: Interview transcript
Text: Teacher made interview script
Purpose: To write an interview transcript, using informal language and a ‘play-script’ like structure
Audience: Class assembly.
Outcome: To write an Anglo-Saxon Interview Transcript.

Text: Variety of recipe books
Purpose: To use number points, imperative verbs, and parenthesis for specific instructions.
Audience: Website. 
Outcome: To write a recipe for a European Dish.

Purpose: To use a variety of sentence lengths and structures.
